PENTECOST SUNDAY MAY 31, 2009 

THE HOLY SPIRIT  
 The Forgotten Person of God 

 
 

How many of us ever pray to the Holy Spirit? 
How often, when we think of God, do we think of the Father 
      and perhaps Jesus Christ, but not about the Holy Spirit? 
How frequently do the prayers we recite mention the Father 
      and the Son but not the Holy Spirit? 
 
While we officially teach that God is the Father, the Son and 
the Holy Spirit, in practice the Spirit gets left out of our 
prayers and our notions of God.  It is easy to have a mental 
image of God the Father (or even God as our loving 
Mother).  And we grow up with many images of Jesus 
Christ.  But it is hard to connect with the Holy Spirit when all 
we have for images are a dove and tongues of fire.  It is 
hard to have a personal relationship with a bird and a flame. 
 

Yet todayôs Feast of Pentecost reminds us that our faith in 
God and our relationship with God must include the Holy 
Spirit.  What might help us grow in our relationship with the 
Holy Spirit is to have a more captivating sense of who the 
Spirit is and what the Spirit does in our lives.  Here are a 
few suggestions: 
 

 1. Remember that the Holy Spirit is the Spirit of  
             Christ.  The Spirit enables Christôs presence to live 
             and breathe in us.  Therefore, the Spirit is the  
             desire and yearning in us to know Christ better as 
             well as he nudging that we feel to become more  
             and more like Christ.  Therefore, to pray to the Holy 
             Spirit is to pray for openness to become more  
             Christ-like in our lives. 
 
 2. The Spirit is our Paraclete (Advocate), which is a 
             legal term from the justice system in the Roman  
             Empire that referred to oneôs defense attorney.  The 
             Spirit is the Presence of God that stands by our 
             side in times of trial and turmoil in life.  The Spirit is  
             Godôs strength when we are our weakest, Godôs  
             courage when we are most afraid, and Godôs  
             wisdom when we struggle to know what to do to  
             negotiate a difficult moment in life. 
 
 3. The Spirit is the Bond of Love that connects us to 
             God, to our loved ones (both living and deceased),  
             and to all of Godôs People   The Holy Spirit draws  
             us into relationship with God from the very first  
             moment of our lives.  And throughout our lives, the 
             Spirit is what prompts us to give ourselves in love  
             and compassion to others.  Therefore, we need to  
             pray to the Holy Spirit to help us in our relationships 
             with God, with family members, with friends and  
             co-workers, and with the people who need us. 
 

May we all come to know, experience, and pray to the Holy 
Spirit more deeply in our lives.
