M. A.R. T
fiStrengthening ¢ atureAppreciation of ouReligious
Tradition. o A g adduitsgrow ihteeir g o a | i
understanding and knowledge of the Catholic Tradition so that we
can all help our children and young people learn what it means to
be a follower of Jesus Christ and a member of the Catholic
Church. However, many adults think there is nothing more they
need to know about their faith after they have been confirmed.
ltds as i f there is nothing mo
about our rich Catholic Tradition. This leads to atrophy and a
stagnant faith rather than a strong faith.

In addition, far too many adult Catholics are still operating out of
categories of understanding our Catholic Tradition that they
learned as children. But those categories do not always prove
helpful for negotiating the complexity of the issues and questions
of adult living. | firmly believe that if we want to have strong

faith we have to have smart faith. This does not mean being a
genius in theology and religious studies. It does mean coming to
an adult level of understanding our religion and the history behind
our teachings as well as an adult grasp of the complexity of issues
that we face. So many people want everything to be black and
white or to have simple solutions or answers; but we all know that
life is not like that. Neither is our faith.

As many folks discover, when you try to apply a simplistic
understanding of religious beliefs to the complex issues and
questions in life, it leads to frustration, anger, and even
resentment toward God or religion. And it can often lead to a
weakened faith or a diminished sense of commitment to
practicing oneds religion. Th
necessary to maintaining strong faith.
