AUGUST AS A MONTH OF PRAYER
FOR OUR YOUTH

As | mentioned last week, recently our Youth
Committee members and | met with a local consultant
on youth ministry. As a result of that meeting, we
decided to ask the whole parish to pray during the
entire month of August f
about how best to engage our young parishioners in
the life of the parish.

Therefor e, | repeat t he
bulletin of all of you, whether or not you currently have
children in our parish: pray for the whole month of
August that we effectively engage our youth in the
life and faith of this community dedicated to
Christ. Here are some ideas:

(1) Pray each day that the Holy Spirit will lead
both youth and adults to wisdom about and
commitment to ministry with/for our young
people.

(2) Pray for all of our young parishioners who
are leaving for college this month,
especially those leaving home for the first
time.

(3) Spend one day each week of the month of
August fasting between meals or even
fasting for the whole day as an offering of
prayer for young people throughout the
world who are without food or a safe home.

(4) Include an intention for the youth in your
personal prayer during the celebration of
the Eucharist each weekend.

(5) Come to a daily Mass each week as an act
of sacrifice and prayer for the growth in
faith and commitment in Christ within our
young parishioners.

If we are really sincere and dedicated about this, the
Holy Spirit will most definitely bring us guidance,
wisdom and insight about how best to lead our young
people to Christ and to engage them in the life of the
Church. Hopefully too the Holy Spirit will prompt more
young and not-so-young parishioners to step forward
to assist in ministry to and with the youth.
