[Strengthening a Mature Appreciation of our Religious Tradition] 

 

Topic: The Ordained Priesthood 
 

As I mentioned last week, the imagery of Christ the High Priest in 
our recent series of readings from the Letter to the Hebrews 
allows us an opportunity to examine the role of those who are 
ordained priests.  They share in the ñMinisterial Priesthoodò of 
Christ, while all the baptized belong to the Priesthood of All 
Believers [last weekôs topic]. The Ministerial Priesthood is shared 
by priests and bishops.  It does not exist apart from the Priesthood 
of All Believers nor above it. 

 
Instead, those ordained to the Ministerial Priesthood fulfill the role 
of servant-leadership in the Church.  Just as Christ came to serve 
and not be served, so also those who are ordained priests are 
called to serve the pastoral needs of the people.  At the same 
time, they exercise a role of leadership within the community of 
believers. For instance, they preside over the celebration of the 
Eucharist, which is why they are called the ñPresider.ò   In this 
role, they give focus and direction to the celebration and lead the 
assembly in offering fitting worship to God.  They are appointed by 
the bishop, who leads the diocese, to lead a parish community or 
perhaps lead a school or some other Catholic institution.  This 
leadership, however, always involves taking care of peopleôs 
spiritual needs in some way. 

 
Furthermore, the reason we call our ordained servant-leaders in 
the Catholic Church ñpriestsò and not just ñministersò or ñpastorsò is 
because of their unique and highly symbolic role of ñoffering the 
sacrifice of Christò during the Eucharist.  As you know, the 
Eucharist is the real presence of Christ offering himself on the 
Cross in complete surrender to God and love for all of Godôs 
People.  The priest ñenactsò that one sacrifice of Christ during the 
Eucharistic Prayer and thus draws all of us into the self-surrender 
of Christ.  This self-surrender is not merely something we receive 
in the Eucharist; it is something we are to live, for every baptized 
person receives from the Eucharist the nourishment, courage, and 
humility to offer their lives in sacrifice to God and in service to 
Godôs People as did Christ.  Therefore, the Ministerial Priesthood 
is to model, encourage, and strengthen the Priesthood of All 
Believers in the exercise of priesthood, i.e. offering sacrifice to 
God ï the sacrifice of our lives. 

 
In this Year of the Priest, I would like to encourage all of you to 
pray for more priests in our Church.  Furthermore, encourage the 
young men you know whom you think would be good priests to 
consider priesthood.  The call of Christ is always made clearer 
through what others speak to us in love.  Finally, offer a prayer for 
all the priests who made a genuine impact on your life so that they 
might continue to be effective servant-leaders in the Church.
