FIRST SUNDAY OF ADVENT NOVEMBER 29, 2009 

S.M.A.R.T. FAITH 

[Strengthening a Mature Appreciation of our Religious Tradition] 
 

Topic: The Season of Advent 
The Church begins a new year with the season of Advent.  The 
term ñadventò comes from the Latin adventus, which means 
ñarrivalò or ñcoming,ò because during this season we prepare for 
the coming of Christ more fully in our lives.  A few things need to 
be cleared up about Advent, however: 
1. Advent is not about pretending that Jesus has not  yet  
 been born in Bethlehem.  That event has already    
 happened.  When we reduce Advent to this, then we   
 never let the season become what it is truly about:   
 preparing a way for the Lord!  This means preparing for  
 the crucified and risen Christ (and not the baby Jesus) to  
 come more fully into our hearts, our homes, and our way  
 of life right now ï in ways we have not let Christ come to  
 us before. 
2. Advent is not to be reduced to the details of holiday  
      preparations without any spiritual preparation for Christ to    
      come to life deeply inside of us. 
 3.  Advent should not be eclipsed by what I call ñcreeping   
      Christmas,ò in which the Christmas Season gets longer  
      and longer every year (even pre-dating Halloween and  
      Thanksgiving).  With ñcreeping Christmasò we do not 
      allow for the quiet and stillness that are needed for Advent 
       which is a season of prayerfulness  and hope.  
4.  Advent is a time for us to look for how Christ does come into 
 our lives: 
 in the Eucharist and in the Word of God 
 in one another  
 in the stirrings deep inside of us 
 in the events and circumstances of our lives 
 in the poor among us and those most in need. 
 
This year our Liturgy Planning team has decided to highlight the 
theme of joy that arises from the Advent scripture readings.  
Therefore, we are focusing on the phrase within the prayer that 
the priest adds at the end of the Our Father.  In that prayer are the 
words: ñwe wait in joyful hope for the coming of our Savior, 
Jesus Christ.ò 
 
During this Advent our world is in special need of joyful hope.  
There are many without jobs, health insurance, and financial 
security.  There are many facing severe illnesses and personal 
crises.  And there are many places in our  world that are darkened 
by war, violence, hatred, hunger, and despair.  So this Advent let 
us look for what is good and blessed in our world, even the small 
things.  Let us be open to how God might be leading us to joy in 
ways we might be resisting or neglecting.  Let us look for how God 
is already bringing joy to us in ways we might keep overlooking.  
Every spark of joy is another way that Christ comes to us.
