Topic: Having a Consistent Ethic of Life amid 
Inconsistent Ideologies 

·  
As soon as you bring up the topic of abortion, you have 
already created a rift in the room, even a room full of 
Roman Catholics.  People who hold a Consistent Ethic 
of Life soon discover that many of their peers have a 
very inconsistent ideology. 
 
For instance, one group of Catholics maintains that our 
social concern should only be for the unborn, those in a 
coma, or those near death because they are “innocent” 
human beings who cannot defend themselves.  For this 
group, the Church should not water down its Pro-Life 
position by also addressing other violations of human 
life that stem from war, poverty, violence, and capital 
punishment.  In addition, they claim that the victims of 
these other social concerns are not necessarily 
“innocent.” 
 
Another group of Catholics maintains that our social 
concern should be about the grave violations of human 
dignity that come from social evils such as racism, war, 
school and gun violence, poverty, hunger, and capital 
punishment.  For this group, the Church should not lose 
its credibility as an effective voice on these matters by 
becoming so narrowly concerned only about abortion.  
In addition, some in this group accept the notion that 
abortion is a matter of such deep personal choice that 
the Church and government should not interfere. 
 
Both of these groups are mistaken.  They are each 
inconsistent about maintaining a consistent ethic of life.  
The Consistent Ethic of Life means that ALL  human 
life is sacred from the moment of conception until 
natural death .  All human life is sacred because God is 
the creator and sustainer of all human life, which 
means that the sacredness of human life does not have

a point after conception at which it begins nor is there 
ever a moment in which it ends. This makes the right to 
life the most fundamental of all human rights and the 
basis upon which all other human, social, civil, and  
legal rights are built.  Therefore, it is wrong to think that: 
 (a) an individual’s right to personal reproductive  
   choice trumps an unborn child’s right to life; 
 (b) only innocent human life is sacred and,  
   therefore, those who commit evil have  
   forfeited their right to life; 
 (c) we should not focus on other social wrongs until 
    we end abortion; 
 (d) we should ignore abortion because there are too 
   many other issues to be concerned about; 
 (e) since a fetus cannot live on its own, it is not yet  
   a person with human rights; 
 (f)  the Church has no right to speak out on issues  
   that are constitutional or legal matters   
   because of the separation of Church and  
   State; the Church should only speak about  
   religious issues. 
 
As we mark the 37th anniversary of the Roe vs. Wade 
decision that legalized abortion, may we consistently 
work hard toward eliminating abortion and all social 
practices that violate the sacredness of all human life.
