Strengthening a Mature Appreciation of our Religious 
Tradition] 

Topic: Love and Marriage – Part One 
 

Today’s second reading is often read at wedding 
ceremonies.  It is St. Paul’s wonderful description of 
love that stems from faith [found in 1 Corinthians 12:21- 
13:13]. Whenever I hear that reading I am reminded of 
how heroic it is for spouses to make a commitment to 
love “in good times and in bad, in sickness and in 
health, until death do us part.”  
 
For Catholics, genuine love between spouses is so 
sacred – so filled with the grace of God – that we 
consider it a sacrament.  This means that we believe a 
marriage between a husband and a wife is a genuine 
and powerful embodiment of the love of God for his 
people and the love of Christ for the Church.  In other 
words, if we want to know what God’s love looks like or 
how we are to love like Christ did, then look at a loving 
marriage between a man and a woman. 
 
Since marriage is sacrament the Church tries to make 
sure that what a woman and a man will profess as 
vows before the community of faith at their wedding is 
truly the stuff of sacramental love.  Therefore, the 
Church tries to ascertain as much as possible the 
following elements in the love between future spouses. 
 1. Since God is a Community of Love (the Father,  
  the Son, and the Holy Spirit), then the love   
  between a  husband and wife must be   
  connected to a community of faith.  Therefore,  
  no private or secret weddings are allowed nor a 
  wedding of a bride and groom who have no   
  intention of being connected to the Church.    
  Also,the bride and groom (if they are Catholic)  
  must be married by a Catholic priest or deacon  
  and in a Catholic church, since these are the  
  official representatives and gathering place for a

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  Catholic community of faith.  This is known as  
  the proper form of marriage. Any dispensation  
  from proper form must be sought from the   
  bishop. 
 2. Since God freely chooses to create and love us, 
  a bride and groom must be freely choosing to  
  commit to each other in love.  No other persons 
  or circumstances can be forcing them into   
  marriage; nor can there be unhealthy internal  
  influences affecting their ability to make an   
  informed and free choice. Freedom  is essential 
  to true love and sacramental marriage. 
 3. God’s love is revealed in Christ as the bestowal 
  of new life for all of us. Therefore, a bride and  
  groom must be open to their love bringing forth  
  new life in  the form of having children.  This is  
  called fecundity . 
 4. God does not turn away from loving us and   
  choosing others as substitutes. Therefore, a  
  bride and groom must intend to be faithful to  
  each other always. This is known as fidelity . 
 5. Finally, God’s love for us never ends. Therefore, 
  a bride and groom must intend to love each   
  other for the rest of their lives.  This is called  
  permanence.
