Topic: Love and Marriage – Part Two 
 

Next weekend is St. Valentine’s Day and we will be 
celebrating World Marriage Day at all the liturgies.  
There will be an opportunity for all married couples 
(from their places in the pews) to renew their vows (with 
a simple “I Do”) and receive a special blessing.  The 
whole point of celebrating World Marriage Day is to 
affirm the vocation of marriage and to recognize what 
marriages offer to the Church as a whole and to our 
own community of faith. 

 
As a celibate priest who is not married but who has 
celebrated hundreds of weddings in the last 23 years 
and is a product of my own parents’ wonderful 
marriage, I see marriage as a prophetic witness to the 
power of God’s grace and the durability of human love 
in this world.  Every faith-filled, loving marriage 
ennobles all human beings because it testifies to the 
fact that God is at work in human hearts and that Christ 
comes into the world through human love. 
 
Sacramental marriage recognizes that Christ must be a 
partner in the marriage.  Therefore, couples need to 
develop a life of prayer in which they look for the love 
and fidelity of Christ to carry them through the times 
when they do not feel love for each other, when their 
sense of fulfillment has waned or been frustrated, or 
when their hurt and disappointment cloud their 
commitment.  A couple constantly draws from Christ 
the grace to let their love become deeper than 
emotions and self-satisfaction.  They see the self-
emptying of Christ on the Cross as the definition of 
what their own marriage should be about – the total 
giving of oneself to the other in love, compassion, 
forgiveness and the total giving of oneself to God in 
recognition that the love of God is more

CATHOLIC SERVICES APPEAL 2010 
On the weekend of February 21-22, we will hold our 
annual pledge drive for the Catholic Services Appeal.  
Every year this appeal helps us to raise the funds for 
our Diocesan Assessment (which is our way of 
contributing to the wider church’s efforts to reach out to 
those in spiritual, psychological, and economic need) 
and to raise money for needs right here in the parish.  
This year, the diocese has made our assessment 
$59,912.00, which we must pay to the Diocese during 
the fiscal year.  Our parish goal is $82,000.00 so that 
we can raise some seed money for a completely 
overhauled heating system that we will need to install 
for our church, education wing, and Reilly Center. One 
of the boilers in our current heating system has already 
shut down completely with the others due to “expire” 
soon.  This means we need to overhaul the system; but 
the overhaul will bring about a dramatic increase in 
energy efficiency. 
You have been a wonderfully generous community in 
the past.  Last year we exceeded our assessment of 
$27,000.  That money became additional seed money 
for the Religious Education Wing Renovation, which 
now totals $50,000.  We are moving closer to focusing 
on that project in the parish.
