CATHOLIC SERVICES APPEAL 2010 
 

Next week, we will all be asked to consider making a 
pledge to the Catholic Services Appeal (CSA).  Every 
year the CSA coincides with Lent because it is meant 
to connect with the Lenten discipline of almsgiving. To 
give alms literally means to give compassion. From the 
beginning of the Judeo-Christian faith, God has 
continually called his people to offer compassion to the 
poor, the destitute, and the marginalized.
