Mass only  

 

With Christmas falling on a Sunday, it gives me an 

opportunity to share some thoughts with you on this 

special day through the bulletin. 

 

First of all, I extend to you my heartfelt desire that you 

have a truly joyous Christmas and a blessed New 

Year.  With that, please be assured that I will pray 

throughout this Season that you and your loved ones 

are able to gather in festive ways to celebrate your 

faith in Christ, your love for each other, your gratitude 

for the simple blessings of your lives, and your hope 

that in the coming new year you will be able to 

become more fully the persons God calls you to be.
