This question was asked of me in a recent Religious 

Education class.  The difference between a Catholic 

and Protestant Bible lies in the Old Testament 

[hereafter, OT], which comes from the Hebrew 

Scriptures of ancient Judaism.  This answer, 

however, needs some explanation.   

 

In the ancient Jewish world, in the centuries 

immediately before Christ, there were two different 

versions of the Hebrew Scriptures that were being 

used in Jewish synagogues.  They both came out of a 

process of composition of the OT that lasted over 

1000 years.  What Christians call “the Old Testament” 

was originally written in Hebrew for the Jewish people 

living in ancient Palestine.  This Hebrew version of 

the OT was called the Tanak, which comes from 

Hebrew terms for the three parts of the OT: T for the 

Torah (the first 5 books of the OT that focus on the 

Law of the covenant with God), N for the Nebiim (the 

writings of the Prophets), and K for the Kethubim (the 

Wisdom and Historical writings). 

 

Over the centuries, many Jewish people emigrated 

from Palestine (or were taken in captivity) and moved 

to other parts of the Mediterranean world.  In that

world, Greek became the dominant language.  

Eventually these Jews began to use Greek in their 

worship in the synagogue.  They developed a Greek 

version of the Tanak known as the Septuagint, from 

the Latin word for 70.  Legend has it that a band of 70 

or more scholars was responsible for translating the 

Tanak into Greek. 

 

Eventually the Septuagint included 7 more books that 

were written in Greek and accepted by these non-

Palestinian Jewish communities as sacred writings.  

These 7 books are:  Judith, Tobit, 1 and  2 

Maccabees, Ecclesiastes, Wisdom, and Sirach (as 

well as parts of the Book of Daniel). 

 

The Catholic and Eastern Orthodox Churches use the 

Septuagint as their version of the OT.  The Protestant 

Churches use the Tanak as their version of the OT.  

They consider the 7 additional books as “Apocrypha,” 

meaning they are not to be considered as part of the 

official list of inspired sacred writings, though they 

might consider these books valuable and might even 

place them in an appendix to their bibles.  The 

Catholic Church calls these 7 books “Deutero-

canonical”, which literally means “of a second list.”  

Though not in the original Tanak, they are considered 

part of a second list of inspired, sacred writings. 

 

In regards to the New Testament, the Catholic and 

Protestant Bibles are the same.   

 

Finally, the Catholic Church in the United States has 

approved two versions of the Bible for our use: The 

Revised New American Bible and The New Revised 

Standard Version (Catholic Edition).  The Lectionary 

at Mass takes the readings from The Revised New 

American Bible.
