Topic: Christian Unity  

 
This week is the Octave of Prayer for Christian Unity, which 
is celebrated every year amongst all Christian denominations 
from January 18 – 25.  The observance of the octave (i.e., 
eight days) dates back to 1908 when a small group gathered 
in a small Atonement Franciscan Convent of the Episcopal 
Church, on a remote hillside fifty miles from New York City, 
to pray for the reunification of Christianity.  Shortly thereafter, 
Pope Pius X gave his blessing to celebrating a Church Unity 
Octave and, in 1916, Pope Benedict XV extended its 
observance to the universal church. 
 
Since that time the Catholic Church has increased its efforts 
to promote unity among all Christians.  This is a sign that the 
Holy Spirit continues to be present and active in the Church.  
Gone are the days when Christians are taught that only 
members of their denomination are true disciples of Christ or 
only their own can go to heaven.  Hopefully too we are long 
past the days of suspicion of those who celebrate their 
Christian faith in a way that is different from Catholics.  While 
we believe that the Catholic Church possesses a certain 
fullness of the tradition of faith handed on by the apostles, we 
do believe that major elements of the apostolic tradition 
(though not all elements) can be found in other Christian 
denominations. 
 
These “attitudinal shifts” are the fruits of what is known as 
“ecumenism,” which literally means, “bringing the household 
together.”  Ecumenism was a major reason that Pope John 
XXIII called for the Second Vatican Council.  That council 
published in 1964 a Decree on Ecumenism.  Within that 
decree the Church offered the following observations: 
 1. Unity among all Christians is the will of Christ and is  
  rooted in the divine unity of the Father, Son, and  
  Holy Spirit.  Therefore, disunity dishonors Christ. 
 2. There is only one Church but many Christian   
  communions who are animated by  the Holy Spirit  
  who constantly seeks to draw us into unity.
